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We are fortunate to have a visitor from Bristol,
England here at Trinity on the evening of Wednesday,
October 26", David Worthington, the manager and
curator of John Wesley’s Chapel, known more com-
monly as “The New Room”, will share with us about
his work in the context of this Methodist historic site.
This structure located in the very heart of Bristol is
literally the oldest Methodist building in the world.

In 1739, John Wesley came to Bristol at the re-
quest of his friend and fellow preacher, George
Whitefield. George had begun preaching to open-air
crowds in and around Bristol with remarkable success
at gathering large numbers of people. While the con-
cept of preaching outside did not initially interest
Wesley, he eventually agreed to come and take over
George’s preaching schedule in the city. In regard to
this decision, Wesley made an interesting entry in his
journal after his first experience with field preaching.
He wrote on April 2, 1739, “At four in the afternoon |
submitted to ‘be more vile,” and proclaimed in the
highways the glad tidings of salvation.” Within a
month, the Methodist movement was gaining so in
strength that Wesley purchased land and laid a foun-
dation stone at what he called “our new room in the
Horsefair.” The building was constructed as an early
Methodist meeting house and was designed specifi-
cally for preaching and teaching.

David Worthington will be here for Wednesday
night supper on the 26™. (Dian is calling it “...A

Southern Meal for an English Gentleman™.) At 6:45
p.m., we welcome everyone to join us in the Asbury
Classroom to hear David speak. Pass the word around
to your family and friends. This will be a very special
time together, so don’t miss it.

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!The original SPLOST estimated the cost of six pro-
jects at $170,000.00. Due to the leadership of Billy
Miller and our Trustees, three projects have been
completed well under the first estimated costs. Ac-
tual costs are:  The Activity Bldg. Roof
$14,450.00 / The Sanctuary Roof = $25,000.00 /
The Choir Roof & Breezeway = $10,000.00. It must
be emphasized that the contractors that Billy worked
with went out of their way to reduce the costs as
much as possible.

Now we have three more necessary projects that we
need to complete ASAP.
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They are: Children's Building Roof, est. $35,000.00 /
Family Life Center Light Replacement, est.
$16,000.00 / New Church Sign, est. $18,000.00.

If the costs of these last three projects stay the same
as estimated, the total cost of our Trinity SPLOST
will be $118,450.00. That is a very good savings
compared to the original estimate of $170,000.00.

We can complete the last three projects if every Trin-
ity member would give just a little more. All of us
must remember that the SPLOST giving should be
over and above our regular offering / TITHING!

Our financial results as of the end of September 201 1were as follows:

September YTD
General Fund Mo Budget Need: $ 66,232 $ 596,088
General Fund Receipts: $ 54,000 $ 535,268
General Fund Expenses: $ 59,678 $ 548,305
Net Result $ (5678) $ (13,037)

The Finance Committee is fully engaged in the
budget planning for 2012. This process is one of his-
torical projections and rational planning leavened
with faith. The historical projections and rational
planning factors tell us that although we have
worked very hard to contain and shrink the expense
side of the equation, the receipts side continues to
shrink faster.

In the past we were successful in projecting that the
actual receipts would be twice the amount pledged
during the stewardship and commitment campaign in
September of each year. Last year we had to adjust
that projection factor to be about 1.75 rather than 2.0
due to the trend in 2009 and 2010. Our data for this
year so far indicates even that may be optimistic. The
receipts to date are significantly below where they
have traditionally been at this point in the past. More
significantly, the actual expenses are consistently
exceeding receipts. This cannot be sustained.

Here is where the faith part is needed. For whatever
reason, our history is to recover these losses in the
last three months of the year. As compared to the
prior nine months average, the last three months for
the past 4 or 5 years average 5 -10% more. This is a
critical factor which has no rational explanation.
Without this “recovery” we would have had to cut or
eliminate some (maybe most) ministries, drastically
reduce expenses (power, lights, janitorial services,
etc), and perhaps even furlough some staff. We sim-

ply do not have many alternatives.

Each of the last few years we have struggled with
this dilemma. Each time we have chosen to not affect
the ministries and wait for God to “fix” the problem.
I believe that you are a part of His plan.
